Since the inauguration of the Foundation in 1995, the Stephen Oluwole Awokoya Foundation for Science Education has made   yearly awards of postgraduate scholarship for studies in the area of science and science education as part of one of our main objectives of promoting science education in institutions of higher learning in Nigeria.

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The beneficiaries of these awards have come from ten different universities, with the 

Candidates from the University of Lagos  receiving Twelve(12)awards , University of Ibadan  receiving Ten (10) awards  , while candidates from the Unversity of Nigeria, Nsukka have  five(5) awards. The Obafemi Awolowo University , Ladoke Akintola University and University of Benin applicants have received three (3) awards each, while  the university of Ilorin has received two(2) awards .The Ahmadu Bello University , University of Maiduguri and Lagos State University have received one(1) award each. 
The process for the award of the scholarship starts with the nomination of candidates by the deans of the various faculties or heads of departments related  to science or science education at the tertiary institutions in Nigeria. The nominees are expected to be the best graduating students from the various tertiary institutions.

The scholarship awardees are chosen based on excellence in educational performance, stated long-term objectives and an interview of the shortlisted candidates by the Board of Trustees.

It is important to note that the scholarship is not based on need but on excellence in educational performance.

In order to qualify for this award , you have to be very good in your educational performance both in your university and in comparison to other students in other universities.  
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This year applications came from several universities.

Which make them automatically not qualified. 
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The postgraduate scholarship award covers tuition and Board. The value is One Hundred and Fifty Thousand Naira (N=150,000) per student per annum.

It is renewable each year, for a maximum of three years, provided the awardee maintains a good record of academic performance as attested to by the authorities of the university he or she attends.

It is tenable in any Nigerian university. Recently , we have been converting the scholarship into travel grants inorder to assist  awardees who  obtain admission into foreign universities.

This year we have five  postgraduate scholarship awardees chosen from the Fifty Three   applications received.
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The first awardee for the Postgraduate Scholarship of the Stephen Oluwole Awokoya Foundation for Science Education for the year 2009 is  Dr. Olamide Dabiri.

Dr. Dabiri , please come up to the rostrum.

Dr. Dabiri attended Queens College, in Yaba, Lagos for her secondary schooling before attending the College of Medicne at the Lagos State University. 

She got seven (7) distinctions in her SSC Exams out the 9 subjects she sat for at  Queens Colllege . At the Lagos State University she graduates with an MB.BS degree in Medicine  with 3 distinctions in  Anatomy, Medical Biochemistry and Haematology a the College of Medicine Lagos State University.

She was the best student in the Haematology and Blood Transfusion  2nd Professional MB;BS degree examination.

 Dr. Dabiri will be pursing post-graduate degree in Clinical Pharmacology.
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The second awardee is Mr. Igwebuike Ayogu.

Mr. Ayogu, please come up to the rostrum.

Mr. Ayogu attended the St. Theresa’s College in Nsukka, Enugu State,
before attending the University of  Nigeria , Nsukka, where he graduated with a Bachelor of Pharmacy degree.

Mr Ayogu had seven(7) distinctions in his WAEC SSC exams in the nine subjests he took and he also had 4 distinctions out of the six core areas in Pharmacy.

Mr. Ayogu intends to pursue post graduate studies in the formulation science and drug delivery in the Department of Pharmaceutics University of Nigeria Nsukka.
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The third awardee is Dr. Opeyemi Kolade. 

Dr. Kolade, please come up to the rostrum. 

Dr. Kolade    is 23 years of age . She attended  Oueens College, Yaba for her secondary schooling where she got nine disctinctions in her WAEC SSC exams . She later attended the College of Medicine of the University of Lagos where she received her Bachelor of Dental Surgery Degree with two distinctions in Preventive Dentistry and Medical Microbilogy & Parasitology. 

She intends to pursue a postgraduate course in Preventive Dentistry.
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The fourth  awardee is Dr. Oladunni Enilari. Dr.  Enilari  please come up to the rostrum.

Dr. Enilari  is 24years old and she attended the Queens College , Yaba  where she got seven distinctions out the nine subjects  she took in her WAEC SSCE exams. She later went to the College of Medicine , University of Lagos, where  she graduated with an MB.BS degree in Medicine with three distinctions in Health Management,/Planning & Development,  Clinical Pathology/heamatology & Blood Transfusion and  Medical Microbiology & Parasitology.

Dr. Enilari intends to pursue aMasters degree in Public Health and later on enroll in a residency programme in Paediatrics Neurology.
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The fifth and last awardee is Dr. Olajide Oresegun.  Dr. Oresegun  please come up to the rostrum.
